The I Hungarian–Kyrgyz Food Industry Forum became a significant event for the agro-industrial sectors of both countries, aimed at modernizing Kyrgyzstan’s processing industry through Hungarian technologies and investments.
Hungary’s manufacturing sector is a key part of its economy, contributing approximately 23.88–25% of GDP in 2024–2025.
During the forum, presentations were delivered by four leading Hungarian companies:
· Maurer Gép Ltd. — a manufacturer of equipment for processing vegetables and fruits, including mobile processing lines convenient for rural cooperatives and farmers’ associations. 
· Pi Vision Holding Private Ltd. — a developer of innovative biofilization technology that allows preserving fruits, vegetables, and honey without additives or preservatives while maintaining all vitamins and nutritional properties. 
· Unimatik Ltd. — a company with nearly 30 years of experience in providing комплексных solutions for the food industry, including automated lines and process control systems. 
· Malomgyártó Ltd. — a Hungarian family-owned enterprise founded in 1991, specializing in the production of self-designed tabletop mills. 
The main focus was on introducing European equipment for processing vegetables and fruits in Kyrgyzstan to increase the added value of local products.
The President of the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the Kyrgyz Republic, Temir Sariev, noted that Kyrgyzstan annually faces large volumes of unprocessed products:
“According to the results of 2024, vegetable exports from Kyrgyzstan exceeded $117 million, while fruit exports amounted to more than $61 million. However, there is also a serious challenge: up to 40 percent of fruit and vegetable harvests remain unprocessed and are lost each year due to a lack of processing enterprises and cold storage facilities, logistics and marketing issues, and inefficient organic waste management systems.”
At the forum, the Hungarian–Kyrgyz Development Fund also presented financing mechanisms enabling Kyrgyz farmers and entrepreneurs to access preferential funding. This addresses the sector’s key problem — the lack of affordable capital for modernization. To date, the Fund has financed four projects. Its priority areas mainly include agriculture, industry, water management, and energy.
A series of direct negotiations between Hungarian and Kyrgyz companies were held, resulting in preliminary agreements on the supply of complete production lines for processing agricultural products.
The forum became an important stage in preparation for the 4th meeting of the Kyrgyz–Hungarian Intergovernmental Commission on Economic Cooperation, which took place on November 20–21, 2025, in Budapest.
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
